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2026 KMFA Spatial Art Open Call: In-Between

|. Curatorial Concept (142 7)

In the context of contemporary art, the "Gap" (or Interstice) serves as a
metaphor for margins, osmosis, breathing spaces, connections, undefined
territories, or the potential to break through a deadlock. The Kaohsiung
Museum of Fine Arts (KMFA) is dedicated to fostering the development of
contemporary art and weaving the aesthetics of local cultural sites. With a
core mission to construct an experimental field for art education, KMFA
continuously expands the possibilities of exhibition forms and public space
practices.

The KMFA Art & Ecology Park acts as the "breathing pores" of the city. As a
new endeavor to expand the realm of artistic practice, the "2026 KMFA In-
Between Project" extends its vision to the peripheral public spaces
surrounding the museum. We invite emerging artists to engage in
experimental and exploratory environmental art creation. By proposing
"ways of re-seeing," the project seeks to initiate dialogues within the
"border spaces" of the museum's hidden areas. It aims to transform these
"gaps" into channels for light to enter the "environmental aesthetics" of the
park, suggesting art as a medium to activate "artistic intervention in the
city," and bridging the urban museum as an aperture for viewing the world.
This open call focuses on the public spaces surrounding the KMFA
architecture and within the park/campus. We invite creators from art and
design fields nationwide to utilize the concept of the "Gap/In-Between" as
a creative point of departure. Artists are encouraged to respond to the
intermediary experiences of the museum architecture, the environment,
and the spatial body. furthermore, proposals should resonate with the
climatic characteristics of Kaohsiung, developing artistic practices that
possess site-consciousness and generate continuous spatial networks.
The "In-Between Project” focuses on the generative relationship between
the artwork and the space, viewing art as an active dialogue responding to

the site. The work is not merely an object to be gazed upon; rather, it
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responds to specific spatial conditions—changes in sunlight and
moonlight, environmental atmosphere, and the walking state of the viewer.
It forms a dialogue with architectural scales, environmental textures, and
human movement paths, thereby opening up new perspectives and
perceptual experiences. Through subtle and experimental creative acts, the
"gap" is transformed into a locus that triggers serendipitous encounters,
guides interpretation, and extends public imagination.
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
